Position description:

The Graduate Assistant for Recreation reports to the Director of Campus Recreation and

Wellness. The position is responsible for assisting in the development, implementation, and

evaluation of recreational programs that promote and support healthy student involvement

within the Saint Louis University community. This person will have the opportunity to promote

intentional student development and learning through Campus Recreation and Wellness

initiatives. They will work in collaboration with the department’s professional staff to help

facilitate the day-to-day activities of the department. Additional responsibilities may be

assigned according to the discretion of the Director of Campus Recreation and Wellness.

Job Duties and Responsibilities:

● Assist in developing and supporting comprehensive recreational programs, services,

policies, and procedures that reflect the values of the University and meet the needs of

a diverse student body

● Assist with managing the department’s generic email account

● Assist in the coordination, organization, and logistical support of facility reservations for

indoor and outdoor recreational facilities and spaces

● Assist in the management of special events and equipment rentals

● Assist with the implementation, administration, and management of the department’s

marketing efforts

● Provide support to the day-to-day operations of the 120,000 sq/ft Simon Recreation

Center and the student staff working in the center

● Assist in the recruitment and selection of quality student employees

● Assist in the creation, distribution, and compilation of assessment instruments to

determine program effectiveness and participant satisfaction
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● Research and build upon student development and risk management topics and assist

with student staff trainings

● Ensure patrons safety by providing detailed inspections of recreational facilities and

equipment (specifically the Simon Recreation Center and sports equipment

rentals/inventory)

● Collaborate with other departments within the Division of Student Development on

projects, initiatives, and committees

● Uphold University policies and graduate assistant expectations and maintain scheduled

office hours

● Represent the Department of Campus Recreation and Wellness in a professional manner

● Participate in personal and professional development

● Perform special projects and other duties as assigned
